Scott Socha, CMA is vice president of business development for Delaware North Companies Parks & Resorts, a subsidiary of Delaware North Companies, a $2 billion global leader in hospitality and food service. Delaware North Companies Parks & Resorts is a $375 million company that operates virtually all visitor services in Yosemite National Park, manages Kennedy Space Center Visitor Complex for NASA and owns and operates five resort hotels.
