International Lodging Finance and Real Estate


A.J. Singh is the Professor of International Lodging, Finance and Real Estate Finance in The School of Hospitality Business. In 1998, Singh completed a two-year research project (as part of his doctoral dissertation). The study made a major contribution to the literature by predicting the structure of the U.S.Lodging industry and its future sources of financing. An integral part of this project involved working closely with 38 industry leaders representing the lodging, real estate, and financial services industries. The research has since been published in key academic and industry publications such as the International Journal of Hospitality Management, Cornell Hotel and Restaurant Administration Quarterly, FIU Review, Travel and Tourism Analyst, Journal of Lending and Credit Risk Management, Bottomline, Lodging, and Hotel Tourism Review (Publication of the Swiss Hotel Industry). In partnership with industry and other faculty colleagues, Singh's goal is to establish The School of Hospitality Business as the leading solution provider for issues and problems related to International Lodging and Hospitality Real Estate. Dr. Singh was jointly responsible for the establishment of The Hospitality Business Real Estate and Development Specialization in The School of Hospitality Business at Michigan State University. He currently teaches the Hospitality Business Real Estate, International Lodging Development and Management and Financial Management courses at The School.





Dr. Singh earned his undergraduate from the University of Delhi in India. His MS degree was from Purdue University in Hotel Restaurant and Institutional Management and Ph.D. in Park, Recreation, and Tourism from Michigan State University. He is an active member of HAMA (Hospitality Asset Managers Association) CHRIE (Council of Hotel, Restaurant and Institutional Education) and AHFME (Association of Hospitality Financial Management Educators)  ISHC (International Society of Hospitality Consultants) and ULI (Urban Land Institute). He was recently invited to join the International Society of Hospitality Consultants, an industry advisory group, consisting of hospitality investment and operations advisors. Dr. Singh works closely with the Center for International Business Education and Research (CIBER) at Michigan State University, in his role as the Director of Study Abroad for the College of Business. He is also a member of the Global Hoteliers Club, an association of International Hotel General Managers. 





Dr. Singh's has over 15 years of hospitality business experience in various management positions in the USA and India. He has worked for Oberoi Hotels, Stouffer Hotels, and Hyatt Hotels. In 1999 he taught financial management at Centre International de Glion, a prestigious hotel management school in Switzerland. He has also conducted many Real Estate Market and Feasibility Studies while working as a consultant for Laventhol & Horwath. His other accomplishments include working with the Educational Institute to develop training materials and case studies for their books and certification programs. In 1999, he worked closely with Executive Education at MSU to assist in the implementation of an alternative officing arrangement for General Motors using hotel management service concepts. The National Institutes of Standards and Technology appointed him to the 2006 Board of Examiner’s for the National Malcolm Baldrige National Quality Award. He received the Richard Lewis award for Quality and Innovation in 2006. He currently conducts two study abroad programs to India, Dubai, Thailand, Hong Kong, Macau and Southern China. He is currently the Project Director for a new School initiative to develop a management education program for a leading U.S. Hospitality firm with major investments in Asia. 
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
