Caroline Beteta serves as the President and Chief Executive Officer of the industry-led California Travel and Tourism Commission (CTTC), a nonprofit organization created to market California as a premier travel destination and to increase the State’s share of tourism-related revenues. She also serves as the Deputy Secretary for Tourism in the Business, Transportation and Housing Agency. Caroline is responsible for implementing CTTC’s $50 million global marketing plan and serving as lead spokesperson for California’s $87.7 billion tourism industry. Caroline also works closely with Governor Schwarzenegger’s office on a variety of marketing and public policy initiatives. Under her leadership, California tourism’s share of the domestic market has increased from 9.7% to 11.3% from 1998-2008, reversing a decade-long decline. 

In addition, Caroline works closely with Governor Schwarzenegger’s office, and has been active for years on the federal level promoting tourism’s key role in the national economy. She recently served as National Chair of the U.S. Travel Association for two years, during which time the Travel Promotion Act was signed into law. She has received numerous awards for her creative work and leadership in the travel industry, including 2009 State Tourism Director of the Year.
